Once completed, the Express Lanes will follow the

mainline roadway and allow E-PASS customers to travel through at

the posted highway speed while bypassing the slow moving cash

and coin lanes.

E-PASS customers are already experiencing the convenience of

Express Lanes at University , Forest Lake , Curry Ford and 

Dean Main Plazas. Expected to be complete in summer 2006 are the

Holland West , Hiawassee , Boggy Creek and John Young

Parkway Main Plazas.

Both the John

Young Parkway

Plaza and the

Hiawassee Main

Plaza will feature

four E-PASS Express

Lanes and eight cash

lanes (four in each

direction); the Boggy

Creek Road Plaza will feature four E-PASS Express Lanes and ten cash

lanes (five in each direction). By 2007, all main plazas are expected to

have E-PASS Express Lanes.
